CLUB MEMBER ELIGIBILITY

Player sponsors are limited to actively participating Booster Club Members. They must be in good status
with the club to be allowed to be considered as a player sponsor.

No single members under the age of 40 may be a sponsor by themselves. They may be paired with a
qualifying member(s) to participate.

Married couples living in the same household are eligible for sponsorship as long as both parties are club
members and are in good standing.

To be eligible to participate in the Player/Sponsor program, your Booster Club Membership Dues must have
been paid by November 1st of the previous year|.
Player/Sponsor program must have had their dues paid by November 1st, 2008.

Each member that wishes to participate in the program must submit a group photo & must fill out an
application to be returned to the Player Sponsor Chairperson or Co -Chairperson by the set deadline in
September. Any member of the sponsor family 16 years of age or older must also sign the agreement
form to be kept on file by the Chairperson to be eligible. To be fair to the club members, there will be
no late acceptance of forms. The only exception to this is if there are not enough eligible sponsors to
cover the number of players participating in the program. In this case, non -eligible members shall be
reconsidered.

Please remember anyone 16 years or older must sign the agreement form.

If you want to participate in the Roadie Bags (Long Bus Trips Goodie Bags), please let me know that as well.
We will continue to provide all players those bags.
